$32.00 

Please keep in mind that only admin 

funds can be used for normal expenses 

of running our club. Money received 

from the general public must go to-

wards various causes and charities that 

we support. .In order to raise admin 

money, we collect the $32.00 per year 

as in annual dues, hold a 1/3 split raffle 

at dinner meetings, charge fines to 

members (all in fun; no badge, wearing 

red, etc..), hold fundraisers where we 

sell items to member and Lions only at  

district and state conferences.
