The actual invi-
tation to join a Lions Club is extended by the Clubôs 
Board of Directors. ONLY the Board can extend an 
invitation to join a Lions Club. With that said, here is 
the approach recommended by Lions International. 
 
1. Talk to the prospective member about  Lionism.
